The following paragraphs provide acceptable descriptions of NHRC physicians who may serve as medical monitors. The sketches given here are for personnel who have been medical monitors at the Naval Health Research Center in the past. This is not a list of people who can serve as Medical Monitor for NHRC projects. Any appropriately qualified individual can serve in that role. However, the qualifications of the individual must be stated in sufficient detail in the IRB application to make it clear that he or she is appropriately qualified. These sketches are intended to illustrate the information that should be provided for medical monitors. For on-site medical monitoring of greater than minimal risk studies the medical monitor must be ACLS certified.PRIVATE
